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W hy?  I used to ask my 

father.  ñBecause I said soò was 

the stock reply.  I think there are 

times when this answer is not 

adequate, especially if you desire 

to establish an important relation-

ship with someone.  An example 

would be if you asked me ñWhy 

is there a BSPH Foundation, and 

why do you say you need my 

prayers and financial contribu-

tions?ò ñBecause I said soò is not 

sufficient.   

 

I could give you the ñwhyò 

because of my years as a mis-

sionary in South America, 

Canada, the former Soviet Un-

ion, or even as director of 

Mundo Hispano Publications 

for a few years.  In all of these 

places over the years, I experi-

enced the contribution of this 

publishing house to our Lordôs 

work in evangelism, leadership 

training, church growth, family 

strengthening, and many other 

areas.  Yes, even in the former 

Soviet Union I met Cubans who 

had trusted the Lord through 

these materials. 

 

However, I would like to 

share a  more recent experience.  

One of my retirement ministries 

has been teaching an extension 

rest of his family is in Mexico, 

trying to fulfill all of the require-

ments to enter this country le-

gally.  As a bi-vocational pastor, 

Alonzo has secular employment 

related to agriculture.  He has a 

hunger and drive to learn all he 

can to effectively serve his Lord. 

 

Alfonzo Martínez is an-

other capable layman in the His-

panic Baptist Church in Boerne.  

He works a swing shift which 

means that sometimes he comes 

directly to the class from his 

employment.  At other times he 

has to leave the study a little 

early to go to his job and work 

all night.  He also teaches a Sun-

day School class on Sundays.  

He always wants to learn more.  

At times, he leads the mid-week 

service if the pastor cannot be 

present.  His great desire and 

love is to serve his Lord. 

 

     These are but a few of 

those who pay a great price to 

prepare for service of their Lord 

and His church.  There are quite 

a few others, but these are illus-

trative of many Hispanic Chris-

tians who desire with all of their 

being to know and do more.  

  

     Why, you might be ask-

ing, are you sharing these in an 

article related to our Spanish 

class for Hispanic pastors and 

other church leaders of the area.  

I would like to introduce you to 

some of them:   

 

Domingo Ramírez is the 

senior member of the group.  He 

is a bi-vocational pastor in Center 

Point, Texas.  His secular job is 

a highly skilled maker of fine 

jewelry.  The congregation is 

small but is composed of very 

capable people.  He has the 

heart of an evangelist and leads 

his church to reach out to the 

unsaved and minister to the dis-

advantaged. 

 

Eulalio Hernández is a 

strong lay leader in the First 

Hispanic Baptist Church in 

Boerne, Texas.  To support his 

family, he manages a local car 

wash and takes every course he 

can at our center to be able to 

more effectively serve his Lord. 

He enjoys preaching in the 

church when he is needed and 

also teaches a Sunday School 

class. 

 

Alonzo Ramírez serves as 

pastor of the First Hispanic Bap-

tist Church in Comfort, Texas.  

The congregation is alive and 

growing in all aspects.  We pray 

for him in a special way because 

he is in the country alone.  The 
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Publishing HouseðMundo His-

pano?  The ñwhy?ò is that these 

men (and women) are the reason 

for this foundation and this pub-

lishing house.  The great majority 

of the books and materials we 

study in this, and other extension 

centers, are materials from this 

missionary publishing ministry. 

 

This semester, the subject is 

Homileticsðhow to prepare and 

preach effectively the Biblical 

message.  The text we use is La 

Preparación y Predicación del 

Sermón Bíblico.  (The Prepara-

tion and Preaching of a Biblical 

Sermon.)  It was written by a 

long time missionary professor, 

Jerry Stanley Key who taught in 

one of our seminaries in Brazil, 

and translated by our Spanish 

Publishing House into Spanish 

from the original Portuguese.  

Both in grammatical structure 

and presentation, it is Latin.  Our 

students identify very well with 

it. 

 

Last year, I taught a course 

in Christian Ethicsðmaterial 

worthy of all of our study and 

grasp.  The text was a Spanish 

translation of the very current 

Christian ethics book, ñKingdom 

Ethicsò by Glen H. Stassen and 

David P. Gusheeðtwo of our 

outstanding Baptist ethicists.  We 

grapple with our responsibili-

ties as Christians to our world, 

our families, our nation, our 

laws, and many other subjects 

related to living out the Chris-

tian life.  Without a book of 

this type, we might have to rely 

on a book written 50 years ago 

which would deal with very 

different challenges to the 

Christian of today. 

I could go on and on, but this 

is the reason I do what I can to 

help this ministry of Mundo His-

pano.  I see how its materials are 

needed in training leaders and pas-

tors of our growing number of 

Hispanic churches all over the 

United States.  We need your part-

nering with us to fulfill this Great 

Commission challenge.  Please, 

join with us in prayers for those 

dedicated persons who work with 

this ministry.  Also, we need your 

continuing financial support in 

setting up a foundation fund  that 

will continue to give long after we 

are gone from the scene.
